This season QCL guests will make the trip between Vancouver and Masset in comfort, 
style and speed!  We’re very pleased to introduce Air North’s Boeing 737 jet as a key 
transportation link from Vancouver.  The 737 service will be augmented by Air North’s 
Hawker 748 and Pacific Coastal Airways to bring all QCL and Masset House guests with 
their bags and freight up to Masset.

New Baggage Restrictions for 2008:  

    Maximum Baggage:  25 pounds per person   

Carry on luggage will NOT be permitted with the exception of cameras, purses,           
medicines and laptops whose weight is INCLUDED in the 25 pound limit.

To ensure that all guest bags arrive with you on your helicopter into the lodge a strict 
25 POUND BAGGAGE LIMIT will be in effect for each guest
Guests arriving at airport check-in with over-weight bags will be asked to “re-pack” 
down to the 25 pound acceptable limit
Overweight items will be held by our staff and can be collected on your return to Van-
couver Airport South Terminal

Rods must be encased in a hard shell fishing rod container
All rods & gear will be included in your 25 pound baggage allowance

NOTE: A complete set of all-weather floatation gear including boots will be waiting for 
you in the dry room located at the Lodge

QCL will not be responsible for any missed connections
Returning flights can be delayed - do not plan any connecting flights before 4:00 pm

Vancouver Airport does NOT provide shuttle service between the South & the Main 
Terminals
Taxi service is available to the Main Terminal and is approximately $10.00

If government photo ID is not available, 2 pieces of valid government-issued non-  
  photo ID will be required; one of which must show name, date of birth and gender

Snacks and drinks will be provided on board
A cash bar will be available for alcoholic beverages

You will be given your assigned helicopter number for westbound transportation to 
QCL upon check-in at Vancouver South Terminal
You will be given your assigned helicopter number for eastbound transportation to 
Masset at the lodge prior to departure

IMPORTANT: To avoid creating delays, please be in the boarding vicinity at both the 
Masset Airport and at the Lodge to hear your boarding call

Transportation between Masset and QCL will be provided by Helijet Airways onboard 
either a 23 passenger Sikorsky S61 or a 13 passenger Sikorsky S76 helicopter
This will be done on a shuttle basis
You will be pre-assigned a specific helicopter both westbound and eastbound

a passport or Nexus card is now required for all travel across the Canada - US border
